Follow Step 3 procedures:
1 3 5 Attempt eye contact.

1 3 5 Ask them if they would prefer step 3 or would they prefer to choose step 4
which is a conference with a parent.

Follow Step 4 pro cedures:

1 3 5 Fill out an official incident form.

1 3 5 Let the student take the form to the office.

1 3 5 Call the office to let them know that the student is coming.
1 3 5 Understand that administration will review the incident.

Follow Step 4 conference pro cedures:
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1 3 5 Greet the parent.
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5 Explain what a step 4 conference looks like.
5 Set the agenda (what the student did and what the parent should listen for).
Call the office to get the student.
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5 Stand by the parent and let student explain what they did to choose step 4.
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5 Let the parent determine if the conference is successful or not.

Usethe following elements during each class peri od?
1 3 5 State academic/behavioral expectations for earning points.
1 3 5 Restate expectations before points and let the students reflect on their efforts for

a few minutes prior to points.
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Have the students clear their desks except for points materials so they can focus
on the points process(points posture).

1 3 5 Provide a visual with all names (Overhead or LCD projector).
Facilitate points/concern sincluding the followingitems?

1 3 5 Have students actively involved in the process.

1 3 5 Involve myself actively in the process.

1 3 5 Have my name at the top of the list.

1 3 5 Call each name individually or have a student call each name.

1 3 5 Have everyone validate points earned and not earned (state the behavior for not
earning points and one item for earning points (Optional, check with building
MYD policies?)
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1 3 5 Have names called one-by-one for concerns.

1 3 5 Affirm points by saying “none”, or state the number of hands that are up for the
concern.

1 3 5 Use proper concern procedures: Student 1looks at student 2 and says “IT

interfered with my learning/safety/well-being when...., teacher asks “Response?”,
student 2 has a concise response, teacher asks, “Do you accept the response?”,
student 1 answers “yes” or “no”. If student 1 says “no” the teacher asks “suggested
points?”. After suggestion, teacher says “do you accept the points?” If “yes” they
own the suggested points. If “no” average highest and lowest remaining points

when you have multiple concerns for this student. (Page 31-31 in manual)
