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What does Section 504 mean?

It means if you or a school official believe that your
child is having difficulty in school as aresult of a
disability, you have theright to have your child
evaluated. A disability may include ahealth related
problem, mental problem or a physical impairment
which does not qualify them for Special Education.

How do I start the process?

Y ou need to contact the school and ask to speak with
the Section 504 Building Coordinator. Explain why
you believe your child needs to be evaluated and
provide information that could assist in the
evaluation, e.g. medical records, counselor referrals,
and personal observations of your child.

What is the process?

Once areferral has been made to the Section 504
Building Coordinator, the Coordinator will schedule
atime with the 504 building team, and contact you
about your concerns. You will aso be informed of
your rights under Section 504 and informed further
about the process.

What if my student qualifies for support
under Section 504?

If your student qualifies for support under Section
504, you will be so informed, and an accommodation
plan will be designed.

What if my student doesn’t qualify for
support under Section 504?

If your student isfound not to be eligible for
services under Section 504, you will be informed
and told why your student did not qualify.

What is an accommodation plan?

Thisis aplan designed to keep the student in the
regular classroom by using strategies that
accommodate their disability.

What are my rights under Section 504?
You have the right to:

¥ Haveyour child take partin and receive
benrefits from public educaion programs
without discrimination because of his/her
disaling conditions.

¥ Havethe school district advise you of your
rights under federallaw.

¥ Reaive noticewith repectto
idertificaion, evaluation, or placenert of
your child.

¥ Haveyour child receive afreeappropriate
public education. Thisincludestheright to
be educated with non-disabed studensto
the maximum extent appropriate. It also
includesthe right to have the school district
make reasonable accommadations to allow
your child an equal opportunity to
participate in school and school-related
activities

¥ Haveyour child receive periodic re-
evaluation before any significart changein
programservice modifi cations.
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¥ Have your child educatedin facilitiesand
recewve servicescomparable to those
providedfor non-disabled studerts.

¥ Have evaluation, educational, and
placenen decisions based upon avariety
of information sources ard by persons who
know the studert, the evaluation data, and
placenen options and are allowedto
examine thatinformaton.

¥ Have transportation providedto and from
analternative education placement setting
atno greater cost to you thanwould be
incurredif the student were placedin a
programoperaed by the district.

¥ Have your child be givenanequal
opportunity to participate in nonacaagmic
and extracurricular activitiesoffered by the
district.

¥ Examine copiesof your childOsducaional
recads at areanabe cost, unless the fee
would effectively derny you access to the
recads.

¥ A regonse from the school district to
rea®nabe requeds for explanations and
interpretations of your childOsecads.

¥Request amendment of your child®
educionrecordsif thereisa
reasonable cause to bdieve tha they are
inaccurate, misleading, or otherwisein
violation of the privacy rights of your
child; if theDigtrict refuses your
request for amendment, it shdl notify
you within areasonable time and advise
you of therightto a hearing.



¥ Follow the Wenatchee School DistrictOs
grievance procedure if you believe therehas
beenaviolation of Secion 504.

¥ Requed medation or animpartial due
proces heaing relatedto decisions or
actonsregardng your childOsdertificaion,
evaluation, educational program or
placenernt. You and your student maytake
partin the hearing and have an attorney
represert you.

¥ Seekreimbursemert of rea®nab e attorney
feesif you are successful on the claim. If
you remain aggrieved by hearing outcomes
decisions, and subsequent corrective acton,
you may take civil acion through a court of
law.

¥ Filealocal grievance or citizencomplaint
with the Wenatchee School District, Offi ce
of Superintendert of Public Instruction
(OSR) ard/or the Office of Civil Rights
(OCR).

¥ Reeive all information in your native
language and primary mode of
communicaton.

ACT OF 1973

Secton 504 of the Relahilitation Act of

1973 isacivil rights statute, which provides
that OM otherwise qualifiedindividual with
disablitiesin the United StatesE shall, solely
by rea®n of hig/her disahlity, be excluded
from participation in, be denied by berefits of,
or be subjedaedto discrimination under ary
programor acivity receiving federal finarcial
asistarce.
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
